Or: “We have never done it before because we didn’t have these requirements from other funders, but we can do it if needed”.

We want to see which systems you have in place and what methods you use when managing/reporting finances so we can assess your financial management capacity and anticipate the support you may need if selected[footnoteRef:4].
